Horse Show Tack Stalls

The total cost of tack stalls will be divided equally among the number of students attending the show. This amount will be reflected on your invoice.

Show Hay (Horses shipped from HTF, only)

All HTF horses stabled at the show facility are fed hay 3 – 5 times a day. HTF loads, unloads and transports all of the hay required.

$10 per horse – 1 to 3 days / Per competition

HTF arranges to have your horse fed, watered, and hayed in your absence. Horse owners are responsible for packing & labeling their horse’s feed for the weekend.

In an effort to remain consistent, all horses at the show and stabled together under the name “Happy Talk” will be fed simultaneously. (keeping the peace)

Horse shows / events: As we do not offer professional show grooms, each client is responsible for handling their own horses, feed equipment, tack, and cleaning / bedding their own stalls. 

Unpaid stable help is a common occurrence, they are unsolicited and are often times invaluable. We appreciate their generosity as they offer their time and help to us while covering their own expenses.

HTF uses shavings or sawdust type of bedding, we feed a high quality, 10% All Grain Sweet Feed mixed with the Cobb diet (barley, corn & oats) T&A hay, stalls are cleaned daily, horses are turned out daily. Buckets are scrubbed weekly. 

All equine supplements, bran, oil etc. are to be purchased & provided, pre-measured, packaged and labeled by each horse owner. Supplements are fed once a day.

√ For each Horse Boarded at Happy Talk Farm – one lesson or Professional ride is required per week. Group lessons or Semi Private lessons, based on availability, are also for your consideration. (continued)

* If your horse requires more than 4 flakes of hay a day, additional costs will be reflected on your monthly bill.

Horse Sales / Commissions

If you are in the market for a pony or horse for yourself or your child, we are happy to accommodate you in finding a suitable match with your budget in mind. With a combined knowledge and experience of over 60 years, Bonnie Dunlap and Carrie Peterson have developed a sense of matchmaking between horse and rider. This “horse sense” has been successfully acquired through years of being involved in the horse community as respected professionals in their own right. To start the process of locating your new mount, please discuss with us your intentions for your riding future, and of course your financial expectations. The art of selecting your new horse or pony is not one of instant gratification. Your safety is our highest priority. As in any professional endeavor, finding such animal with these goals in mind comes at a cost. By consulting our expertise in this matter, please be advised that once we start gathering information, making phone calls and setting up appointments, you are required to pay us by either a flat rate commission, or an hourly rate, whichever is greater. We have detailed the costs involved for this horse finding system. We hope that you take the time to print this document and read it as a way for all involved to be on the same page, so to speak. 

1. For travel outside of the Tampa Bay area – all travel expenses are to be paid for at the time of travel. i.e.: airfare or mileage; lodging; meals; phone expenses, etc. Everyday (during such time) that is spent looking at / or trying out suitable horses or ponies is at cost of $200 per day. We “weed out” undesirable horses and ponies via previous phone conversations, or in person, so we only try horses or ponies that are truly suitable for your needs.

2. A flat commission of 10% (standard of the industry) of the final sales price is to be paid to Happy Talk Farm as soon as your Bill of Sale has been signed.

3. In the event that you have not made commitment for us to assist you in acquiring a horse: consultation fees are as follows: $40 per hour (or part thereof) for ANY consultation regarding your prospects i.e.: viewing tapes or DVDs, trying horses on or off site.  Payable as it is with lessons, at the time of service.

4. All horses / ponies promoted and sold through Happy Talk Farm are required to pay a 10% sales commission or hourly rate as time spent. Whichever amount is greater.

There are so many ways to be deceived when endeavoring to buy a horse.  Besides our experience and knowledge regarding the animals themselves, we have the experience and knowledge (good and bad) regarding trainers and agents.  

It is not our desire to scare you, but only to make you aware.  The horse business, as you may know, is extremely dog eat dog. We do not have the time nor the energies, to cram our 60+ years of combined experiences and knowledge into a few months of “horse searching” to completely educate you. Some reasons and stories are just too long to tell. We can only assure you again, that when it comes to your education in the horse world, your safety and happiness are paramount.

Regarding children and first mounts, it is better to err on the side of caution.  We do not wish to take chances or wait and SEE if it will work out.  It is too painful emotionally and sometimes physically.  If you buy a bad horse, ….what are on earth you going to do with it?  It is a crapshoot at best.  Our job is to work with you, to help improve your odds.
